Senior Trip Terms and Conditions: 

 

– Tuition for the four day trip is $300.00 including all meals and a daily snack.  

– A total of forty-eight spaces (twenty-four for girls and twenty-four for boys) are available for 

this trip. Registration is on a first come, first served basis. Enrollments above and beyond 

the allotted number per camp may be accepted depending on available space.  

– You must submit the enclosed registration form and deposit to reserve your camper’s place. 

– Your camper must attend one of the first three sessions at Boulder Ridge Day Camp and be 

at least 6 years old to qualify for the trip.  CIT’s are not eligible. 

– If your camper decides he/she wants to stay at sleep-away camp longer than three nights, 

there are two options: 1) extend thru Saturday, August 14th for an additional $300, or 2) 

extend thru Saturday, August 21st for an additional $900. (This is $400 off the regular one 

week price or $1295 off the regular two week price.) You may choose to sign up for either 

of these options in advance or after they arrive.  Please contact the Boulder Ridge office to 

make arrangements.  

– If your camper wishes to return to Boulder Ridge for the remainder of the session, the 

tuition will be prorated. Please contact the Boulder Ridge office to make arrangements. 

– Campers will experience the regular Awosting & Chinqueka program, including daily 

activities, a camp fire, and a co-ed camp social. Due to time constraints, campers may not 

visit all activity areas. All campers will be offered electives.  

– Parents will be billed for any purchases made by their camper at the camp store or for any 

additional fees incurred for day trips (i.e. driving range, baseball game, etc…).. Payment for 

these charges is due by October 15, 2010. 

– Parents will be given an Awosting/Chinqueka Parents Handbook after registration for the 

trip. This manual will include all the information needed to contact Awosting & Chinqueka 

directly and to contact your camper during the trip. Please note that campers are not 

allowed to receive phone calls until Wednesday. During this time, parents may send emails.  

– Drop off is from 1:30 - 3:30 p.m. on 8/08/10. Campers should eat lunch before arriving. 

– Pick up is from 7:00 - 8:30 pm on 8/11/10. Campers will be provided dinner before pick-up.
